I INTEND that, throughout the grant condition period, the dwelling will be let or available for letting as a residence (and not for a holiday) to a person who is not connected with me and on a tenancy which is not a long tenancy. In accepting the grant, I undertake to afford nomination rights to High Peak Community Housing and consider nominations put forward by them.

I understand that, if a grant is approved, a condition as to a relevant disposal of the dwelling will apply and that, in the event of a breach of that condition, the amount of grant that has been paid will be repayable to the Council on demand.

NOTES

A
Having an “owners interest” means owning the freehold of the property, or having it on a tenancy of which not less that five years remain unexpired at the date of the application, whether the property is owned alone or jointly with others. The “Landlord Accreditation Scheme” is the sub-regional scheme operated by High Peak Borough Council and Derbyshire Dales District Council

B
“Grant condition period” means the period of five years, or such other period as the Secretary of State may by order specify or as may be imposed by the Council with consent of the Secretary of State, beginning with the date certified by the Council as the date of completion of the eligible works to their satisfaction.

C
References to letting include the grant of a licence to occupy premises.

D
A person is a member of another’s family if that person is –

a)
the other’s wife or husband or that person lives with the other as wife or husband; or 

b)
a son or daughter or a son-in-law or daughter-in-law of the other, or of the other’s wife or husband (“son” or “daughter” includes any step-son or step-daughter and any illegitimate son or daughter, and “son-in-law” and “daughter-in-law” are to be construed accordingly); or

c)
a parent, grandparent, brother, sister, aunt, uncle, nephew or niece of the other, or of the other’s wife or husband, whether the relationship is by blood or marriage.

E
“Nomination rights” means the right of the Council’s social housing provider to nominate prospective tenants who have applied to the Council for accommodation to you for consideration as tenants of your property at such times as the tenancy becomes available following the departure of your previous tenant. The Council will have ‘first refusal’ on the new tenancy, but you are not required to accept the nomination.

F
Anyone who knowingly signs a false declaration may be guilty of an offence and might be prosecuted if the Council has evidence of an intention to obtain a grant by deception.

The property must not be sold or otherwise disposed of within the 5-year period following the date that the Council certifies that the grant works have been completed.  This condition will not be breached if the disposal is of any one of the following types:

· The property has been left to someone in a will (although the sale of the property by that person will trigger repayment);

· The property is subject to a compulsory purchase order;

· In any other appropriate circumstances at the discretion of the Review Panel (see Appeals).
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
