	Be satisfied with the cleanliness etc of the property and that all appliances are in working order.
	

	Seen a copy of a current gas safety certificate
	

	Know exactly how / when the rent is to be paid and how much it is, and how I will know how much I have paid / how much I owe
	

	Read tenancy agreement and understood tenants’ and landlords responsibilities
	

	Signed tenancy agreement and LL given me a copy
	

	Know who my gas and electricity supplier is,  how to contact them to activate my supply and how bills are to be paid
	

	Know who is responsible for paying for water and if it is the tenant, who the water supplier is and how you are to pay
	

	Know who is responsible for paying Council Tax and if it is the tenant is how much it is and how it is to be paid
